5. Enter the email address that you provided to the school. If
you have not provided Incarnate Word Academy with an
email address or you are not sure which email address IWA
has on le please contact the school.

6. Click the New Parent Login button. You will receive an
email containing your password within 3 minutes (to the
email address you entered, which must be the same email
address that you provided to the school).

7. Once you receive the assigned password, follow steps 1
and 2.

8. A ParentsWeb login page will open. Select the Parents
tab.

9. Enter your email address that you provided to the school.
10. Enter the password assigned.
11. Click the Parent Login button.

If you have logged in to ParentsWeb in the past:

2. Click the ParentsWeb Login button on the left side under
Quick Links.

3. A ParentsWeb Login page will open. Select the Parents
tab.

4. Type“IWA-TX” for your District.

If
you have not provided IWA with an email address or you
are not sure which email address IWA has on le please
contact the school.

6. Enter the password. (If you forgot your password, click
on forgot password and it will be emailed to the email
address that you provided to the school.)
