Enhancing Library Resources
with Angel eBrary

The Incarnate Word Academy school libraries, vital to the
educational program, are an essential component in our stu-
dents’ intellectual growth and academic success. In the
Spring of 2010, we launched an online library of resources
called Incarnate Word Academy Angel eBrary. This addition
to our library services provides access to a variety of current
and multimedia resources which support and enhance Incar-
nate Word Academy’s curriculum.

To commence the new school year, we are introducing The
Angel eBrary Computer Lab. This lab is located adjacent to
the library providing easy access for students and faculty to
utilize the online research databases and other resources
available through Angel eBrary. This lab includes 21 new
desktop computers, 21 sound isolated stereo headsets, and
full access to the latest productivity software such as: Win-
dows 7, Office 2010, Adobe Acrobat 9, Photoshop CS5, Illus-
trator CS5, Dreamweaver CS5, Flash Pro, and InDesign CS5.
Use of this productivity software provides students with the
most commonly used software in a multitude of professions.
The Angel eBrary Computer Lab is where students will
make the most use of high-speed Ethernet/fiber optic-based
internet access for all of their research or computer-based
projects. These new additions combined with an existing
Smart Board and projector provides an environment condu-
cive to learning, research, and will further integrate technol-
ogy within the curriculum.

In addition, the faculty was provided with an additional day
of in-service that was dedicated to Angel eBrary and tech-
nology. The day included hands-on training for maximizing
the services for their current lesson plans and demonstration
from their fellow colleagues on how to utilize each service
and integrate other technology into their classroom.

To further enhance Angel eBrary, we are providing our fac-
ulty and students with an on campus eBrary team that will
provide assistance with training and utilizing each online
service available within Angel eBrary. The team is com-
prised of Priscilla Ramos, Technology Director; Nickie Still-
man, eBrary Lab Teacher; and our new High School Librari-
an, Lisa York. Each individual has received training and is
available to provide assistance to students during the school
day or extended library or lab hours.
