Academy High School 
Mission Program began 
in 2003, when students 
from IWA joined St. 
Joseph�s Academy in 
Brownsville, TX, on their 
mission trip to remote 
villages near Tula, Tamaulipas, Mexico.  	
	 �e goal of the progam is to provide 
religious services, catechesis, and evangelization 
in the villages during Holy Week.  Students are 
divided into teams and assigned to a speci�c 
village.  �ere, they go on home visits,   teach 
classes, interact with the community, play with 
the children, and provide communion services 
on the days a priest is not present.  
	 While continuing a close working 
relationship with St. Joseph�s Academy, IWA 
began evangelizing on its own in three villages 
during the 2006-07 school-year.  As a result 
of this experience, student missionaries have a 
profound personal transformation and a better 
understanding of how the world really exists 
outside of the United States.  �eir witness of 
this experience proves to have a deep impact on 
the student body, which can be seen through the 
continual increase in participants.
